Ryan Patrick Martin is a multimedia artist currently working out of Ridgewood,
Queens. He is a visual artist as well as an electronic musician and performer.
He received his BFA from The School of Visual Arts in March, 2012. During
his time at SVA he focused mainly on large scale installation work. Ryan has
continued to develop his work visually and sonically post-graduation but with
a reduced scale due to studio size limitations. This shift in scale, however, has
birthed a new awareness for the more intimate connections that can exist be-
tween fewer objects. Ryan's current body of work explores the idea of play. This
can be seen in the way he handles his materials and in the way he arranges the
elements of a piece. Playfulness can also be seen in the way a line wobbles and
bends like a sine wave. Although at times the work may feel synthetic, Ryan's
hands are clearly present. He is very interested in crafted objects that are filled
with expressive marks which can only be achieved with a human hand. Ideally,
one would view Ryan's work in all encompassing environment (with audio and
video elements) to allow the objects and paintings to communicate with each
other. Here, the viewer would notice a consistent visual language as well as
repeating ““characters”. These characters appear as shapes or patterns and are
often charged with a quirky personality. They explore the picture plane bounc-
ing off walls or connecting with other elements. Together they create a game
like atmosphere similar to that of an electronic circuit board or pinball machine.
If this painting or object had a noise, what would it sound like? Is there just one
noise!? Or are there multiple?
